There you experience a dramatic view of sunset from "within" Uluru. During sunset everything
changes dramatically. The size and scale of the formation is best gauged from close-up.

4. Cave Hill tours travel 2.5 hours from Ayers Rock Resort in a luxury four-wheel drive, travelling
through the Central Australian desert and crossing into South Australia. On Day 3 you will be
transferred to the airport to connect with your onward arrangements. Stay longer if you wish.
